Wolverine Supports Art Prize Nessie Project

Grand Rapids, MI (September 21, 2009) - The Loch Ness Monster will be visiting Grand
Rapids this fall during the international art competition, Art Prize. Named the Nessie Project,
a large scale sculpture of the creature will swim the Grand River as a highly anticipated Art
Prize entry by AGG, a collective group of artists, designers, and engineers.

Since Nessie can’t jump in herself, Wolverine Building Group will be supporting the
installation of the sculpture with a crane to pick up the five pieces and set them in the river
for the artists to maneuver in place. Located near the blue bridge downtown, Nessie will
float 100 feet long and 18 feet high above the river.

Richard App and his team David Valdisseri, Thomas Birks,
and Joachim Jensen, along with the help of many family and
friends are the creators of The Nessie Project. The sculpture
was formed from 20,000 square feet of styrofoam into five
separate pieces each hollowed out and attached atop
wooden rafts to keep Nessie afloat. The art-deco style
creature will be heard from riverbanks using frightening
sound effects, and the piercing eyes will glow through the
darkness, making a chilling Art Prize entry.

Installation will occur at 7:00am, Tuesday, September 22, 2009, one day before the
competition begins. AGG, its supporters, and fans will celebrate at The Nessie Project
Launch Party located at JW Marriott’s "] Deck”, right on the river at 5:00pm Tuesday evening,.
